Netgear 54G Bundle Setup

Objective 

· To configure the DM602 Modem to work with the WGR614 Router.

· Both units must be on default settings

Overview 

· DM602 original IP address 192.168.0.1 (keep the same)

· Router IP address 192.168.0.1 (change to 192.168.1.1

This is because the local area network (LAN) address can not be in the same network as your Internet network (WAN)

Installation

1) Disconnect the DM602 from the WGR614

2) Establish communication with the WGR614. (See Manufactures manual for establishing communication). To verify communication click Windows Start and then click Run. In the Run dialog box, Windows 95, 98, and ME users: Type command and click OK. Windows NT, 2000, and XP users: Type cmd and click OK. The command line screen opens. At the prompt type ping 192.168.0.1. If you receive replies then you are communicating to the router. If you receive either destination unreachable or timeout, please contact support@broadbandbuyer.co.uk
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3) Open your browser and Login into the router on 192.168.0.1 (See Fig 3) Default Admin & Password

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4) Go to LAN IP Setup and change the IP address to 192.168.1.1, Leave the subnet mask as 255.255.255.0 and change the DHCP Range to 192.168.1.2 to 192.168.1.52 (See Fig 4)
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5) Click on Apply - Router will reboot
6) If your PC is on DHCP then you will need to renew its IP address. 
For Windows 95, 98, and ME users: Click Windows Start and then click Run. In the Run dialog box Type command and click OK. The command line screen opens. At the prompt screen type ipconfig /release all. Once released, type ipconfig /renew. 

For Windows NT, 2000, and XP users: Click Windows Start and then click Run. In the Run dialog box Type cmd and click OK. The command line screen opens. At the prompt screen type ipconfig /release. Once released, type ipconfig /renew. 

Your adapter will pick up its new IP address. To confirm, you can type ipconfig. 
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7) Staying in the command line screen. Confirm you have connectivity with the WGR614. At the prompt type ping 192.168.1.1. If you receive replies then you are communicating to the router on its new IP address.

8) Logon back into the router web interface on 192.168.1.1

9) Go to the Basic Setup and enter in a Static IP Address of 192.168.0.10, IP Subnet Mask of 255.255.255.0 and Gateway IP Address of 192.168.0.1 (See Fig 9)

Once you have entered the Static IP information, verify the following values 

· No to Does the Router require Login

· Get DNS Automatically From ISP

· Use Default MAC Address
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10) Click Apply and the router will reboot

11) Plug the DM602 into the Internet port on the WGR614 router. (Wait several minutes while the modem boots up)
12) Staying in the command line screen. Type ping 192.168.0.1. You should receive 4 replies back. If you ping successfully open your browser and login to the DM602 modem on 192.168.0.1

13) On the DM602 web interface go to Device Mode and confirm the DM602 is operating in router mode (See Fig 13)
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14) Go to DMZ and enter in IP address 192.168.0.10 and Click on apply (See Fig14)
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15) Go to Basic Router and configure your account. Encapsulation type is PPP over ATM, Login is your ISP ID, Password is your ISP Password, DNS set Automatically, VPI is 0 and VCI 38. (See Fig 15)
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16) Click on Apply button and your Modem will reboot
17) You have successfully configured your 54G set-up for ADSL. Your computer should now be able to access the Internet via the WGR614/DM602.
